The_Financial Accounting track primarily examines accounting and financial reporting issues
from an economics perspective by employing quantitative methods and insights from economics
of information and the behavioral sciences.

The Managerial Accounting track is mainly qualitative in approach, focusing on the accounting
process within and across organizations.

You are not required to apply with indications of your general research interests in
accounting, but a well-elaborated research proposal is not required.

Research potential: Interest and creativity interrogating accounting, auditing, and
management control problems; superior analytical skills and a high degree of curiosity; a
high level of perseverance and energy.

Outstanding academic record: Bachelor or Master’s degree in any field with good scores
in GMAT/GRE, where applicable.

Quantitative methods focus: Experience in or motivation to acquire skills related to
quantitative data analysis (econometrics, statistics, machine learning)



¢ Qualitative methods focus: Motivation to understand experiences, meanings, and
insights through methods such as interviews, observations and content analysis.

¢ Communication skills: Ability to articulate ideas persuasively both orally and in writing in
English. French is not a requirement.

e Aninterest in a career in academia: We train our PhD students to become accounting
and management control professors at global business schools and universities.
